3. Position tips of skin anchors approximately 0.5 to 1 cm from wound edge and a maximum of 2 cm apart

INDICATIONS FOR USE: The DERMACLOSE Continuous External Tissue Expander is indicated for use in assisting with the closure of

moderate to large surgical or traumatic acute full thickness wounds of the skin by approximating and reducing the size of the wound.
